5. Missing Generation

The main purpose of the meeting was to discuss the ‘missing generations’ with the aim of agreeing on some recommendations to put to church council.

There has been a discussion held with people in the 20-40 yr range at church and Rev Peter Knight came to speak to people from the partnership on the subject. These were reviewed.

We agreed that this generation expects high quality from everything that they go to or watch, and picks up on poor quality. Hence whatever we do must be done well.

The outcome of our discussions was the following four proposals (only three of which are directly related to the missing generation age)

a) Develop Coffee Shop on a Saturday Morning

· Children’s play area

· Church open with music playing

· Newspapers

· Internet access

b) Holiday at Home

· Although this is primarily aimed at the older generation, we need to make it a church priority for mission.

· Support workers to get it established and then for us to take it over.

c) Film Nights

· Don’t include a discussion on the night.

· Have food.

· Hold at times that will suit different ages.

· Controls for sound to be more accessible.

· Blackout facilities to be made available.

d) Social Events (with some that are family orientated)

· Walks, bike rides, football in the hall, badminton, trips, theatre visits, etc.

· Times to talk to minister about faith issues while children are being entertained / have things to do.

· Crafts with children on a Saturday morning.

We recommend that the church adopts these as its mission objectives for the following year and that small groups take up responsibility for each area. P&F will need to consider costs.
